60th Annual Watts Hospital-Hillandale
July 4 Parade!

Saturday, July 4 at 10:00 a.m. Gather at the
corner of Oakland Avenue and Club Boulevard

This event is not to be missed. It marks a milestone
in an unbroken tradition of stewardship and community. Our
neighborhood parade is the oldest Fourth of July celebration in
town. Others are bigger and noisier, but ours, with its intimate,
Quiet dignity, is meaningful and more closely represents the
better part of patriotism and America at its best.

It all started on the sticky, unairconditioned Fourth
of July, 1950. A handful of kids with little to do were melting in
Alice Walker’s back yard at 2223 W. Club. She remembered an
article about neighborhood parades she'd read in the July issue
of Parents magazine and urged her husband, Tom, to rally the
kids. They decorated their trikes and scooters with red, white,
and blue crepe paper, and little American flags. Tom urged
them to march a block down the sidewalk and back a couple of
times and off they went. Afterwards, back in the Walker’s yard,
they recited the Pledge of Allegiance and sang “My country ‘tis
of thee...” and other patriotic songs. Afterward, Alice provided
cold soft drinks - a treat, not a staple in those days - and the
tradition was born.

The event grew bigger and better each year thereaf-
ter. More kids and their families joined in. The Walkers supplied
proper flags for the event and as the union added a 49th and
a 50th state, new flags were purchased to keep the celebration
up-to-date. Soon there were too many kids to march on the side-
walk and Tom persuaded the city to close Club Boulevard and
supply a police escort. The recitation of the Pledge and patriotic
singing got moved to Oval Park when the Walker’s yard proved
too small.
